Currently, ca. 230,000 bibliographic descriptions related 
to monographs, periodicals, miscellaneous works, journal 
articles, book reviews and also archival collections, 
series and files are available on the internet. In addition, 
more than 10,000 texts can be downloaded from the 
database.

he library of the Institute and Museum of the 
History of Science, with holdings of over 110,000 

works, an annual growth of about 2,000 acquisitions and 
subscriptions to over 250 periodicals, is a fundamental 
point of reference for those interested in the history of 
science and technology. 

Particularly noteworthy are the antique collections, 
first among them the Medici-Lorraine Collection, which 
includes scientific texts collected over the course of the 
centuries by the two Tuscan dynasties. 

Also of interest are the 19th-century holdings, focused 
principally on the physical-mathematical disciplines, 
and the special collections, which for the most part 
pertain to medicine and the natural sciences.

 The archival holdings at the Library include a 
collection of manuscripts important both for the history 
of science in general and for that of Tuscany and 
Florence in particular. The most relevant group is from 
the Archive of the Royal Museum of Physics and Natural 
History of Florence. 

Also of noteworthy importance are documents from 
the Archive of the Congress of Italian Scientists. 

An access pass is issued on-site to: 

• professors and researchers in possession of a document 
attesting to their professional position  

• fellowship holders and doctoral candidates with a 
certification from their university, the CNR or analogous 
institution  

• students and degree candidates with a letter of 
recommendation from their professor 

• collaborators of the Institute and Museum of the History 
of Science  

• scholars who do not fit the above categories but can 
demonstrate a legitimate need to access the library 
collections for their studies and research.

Materials stored in the off-site warehouse are delivered 
the day after they are requested.

Loans are permitted for those access card holders who 
are either Italian citizens or who currently live in Italy. 
They may borrow a maximum of 5 books for a duration of 
30 days (renewable for another 15 days upon request). 
The following works are excluded from the loan policy: 
• works from the reference room and the periodical room  
• works published before 1900 
• ������������������������������������������������������������works received through bequests or deposits, with the condi-
tion that they have to be consulted on-site  
• masters theses 
• manuscripts and archival materials 
• drawings, prints, photographs and maps
• books in bad shape with regard to conservation, loose-leaf 
editions, pamphlets gathered in volumes, items with excep-
tional size
• microfilms and microfiches 
• materials in use for ongoing projects at the IMSS
• works on hold for exams at the University of Florence (History of 
science) and works on hold for courses or seminars at the IMSS

The library does not allow users to photocopy any of its 
collections on-site. A short loan is permitted in order to 
make photocopies off-site at the convenience of the ac-
cess card holder. 

The following works are excluded from photocopying: 
• works published before 1900  
• works received through bequests or deposits 
• masters theses
• manuscripts and archival materials  
• drawings, prints, photographs and maps

• books in bad shape with regard to conservation. 

It is possible to apply for digital copies of those works which 
are not protected by copyright. Moreover, the library allows 
users to reproduce documents using their own photograph-
ic equipment, in compliance with the current Italian legis-
lation and for personal study and research purposes only.
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
